* You want a test for sexually transmitted infections (STIs)
including chlamydia, gonorrhoea, HIV & syphilis

* You want PrEP - tablets to prevent HIV before you
have sex

* Or you need to take PEP — tablets to prevent HIV after
you've had sex (within 72 hours)

* You would like vaccinations to help prevent certain viruses
(Hepatitis & HPV)

* Free condoms & Lube.
